Mega Match Play Madness Format Overview 

Everyone is limited to a single SKILL 3.02 bowling ball. 

RANKING COMPETITION  

Purpose: Familiarize competitors with the SKILL environment, provide 
opportunities for side action, and seed bowlers in their division’s knock-
out bracket. 

Format: Three games across three pairs of lanes. 

Seeding: Bowlers will be seeded into their division’s respective bracket 
based on their three-game pinfall. 

No Eliminations: Everyone advances to Saturday’s knock-out 
competition. Bowlers who are absent during the ranking competition will 
be seeded last in their division. 

KNOCK-OUT COMPETITION  

Single-game matches; win to advance, lose to be eliminated. 

 One-handed (first delivery) 

 Two-handed (first delivery) 

 Senior (50+ as of September 5, 2026) 

 Open  (Available to any eligible bowler 
regardless of age or delivery style.  

 

Any bowler aged 49 or younger who held a 
PBA Membership in 2025 or 2026 must enter 
this division.) 
 

The field is limited to a maximum of 256. 

Four Scratch Divisions 

The Madness is open to all bowlers, except: 

 Any bowler ranked in the PBA Top 50 in 
points during 2025 or 2026. 

 Any bowler who has won a PBA National Title 
in 2025 or 2026. 

Eligibility 

 

Goldilocks is a low-volume SKILL 
pattern designed to be “not too 
hard and not too soft.” 

 Pattern length: 40’  

 Volume: 6.5 to 7.5 mL  

 Ratio: 3 to 1 

The low-volume oil pattern, 
combined with the SKILL 3.02 
bowling ball, creates a stable 
scoring environment in which 
“who you follow” doesn’t play a 
role in your success or failure. 

Lane Pattern — Goldilocks
